The course will focus upon the text of Don Quijote, studied in the social, cultural and 
intellectual context of the late sixteenth and early seventeenth centuries. Prerequisite: SPAN 
2320 and 2327.

SPAN 3333. SPAN 3321 has been removed as prerequisite because it made the Spanish Minor
