All students who have their financial aid eligibility suspended may submit an appeal for a re-evaluation of their 
termination of financial aid. The Financial Aid Appeal Committee will only evaluate appeals for students who have all 
financial aid requirements complete and are enrolled for the semester of appeal. The submission of an appeal is only a 
request for review and does not guarantee a change in status. 
  
Student must return this appeal form and other required documentation to OSFA by the 1st class day of the semester for 
which they are appealing. Students are notified of their appeal decision through Dusty email and Uconnect Financial Aid 
Holds. If approved, you will be placed on Financial Aid Probation for one semester. If longer than one semester is 
necessary to meet the minimum Satisfactory Academic Progress standards, you will be placed on an Academic Plan. 
While on Financial Aid Probation, certain conditions for academic performance will be set and monitored (refer to your 
Academic Plan if assigned). Further, financial aid is dependent upon you meeting the required academic performance 
conditions during the probationary period. You may experience a delay in receiving financial aid the following semester 
until the Registrar’s Office has posted grades. 
 
If you are assigned an Academic Plan, you must sign your plan at the OSFA before any awards can be offered. On an 
Academic Plan, monitoring of conditions will continue for each semester until you meet the minimum standards or fail 
to meet conditions. If you fail to meet the conditions of your Academic Plan, you will once again be ineligible for 
financial aid and will be placed on Suspension. You may not appeal again until you meet the minimum standards on your 
own.
