Fellowship interns (also called Fellows) will gain a deeper understanding of nonprofit organizations.  A Fellow’s duties may include, but are not limited to:

Local initiatives 

Disaster preparedness 

Community needs assessment 

Administrative help 

Fellowship interns will work a minimum of 20 hours/week.  Fellowship applicants must have 45+ college credit hours and a minimum of 3.0 GPA overall. Undergraduate and graduate students of an accredited college or university are eligible to apply. The United Way system is comprised of professionals of diverse backgrounds, therefore students of any major course of study will be considered. Preference will be given to applicants with a strong history of volunteer work or involvement with non-profit organizations. Successful candidates will receive an enriching opportunity to gain professional experience in the nonprofit sector and a monthly stipend, to total $1500 for the fall.
