How to sign up for CITI IACUC and RCR Training 
Initial IACUC training takes about 3 hours, refresher course is required every 2 years.  Currently Responsible Conduct of Research is not mandatory unless working on a funded project.  RCR training is required every four years or once per level (ie. once as an undergraduate, once as a master's student etc.).  All trainings may be completed over multiple sessions.

Quizzes at the end of each module can be retaken and the best grade will be saved.

Click on the "integrity assurance statement" link, complete that and continue taking the course.  
After course is complete, print out two copies of the completion report and give one copy to the principal investigator (usually your advisor) and submit the other copy to the Program Coordinator in KL331, who will be monitoring compliance of these trainings.  Principal Investigators are required to maintain documentation of training of all researchers involved in the project with their research documents for three years after completion of the project.
