% Be a current TAMIU undergraduate or graduate full-time student in good
standing

training sessions, and play an active role in all New Student Orientation: Dusty Camp sessions
currently scheduled for June 14-15, June 28-29, July 12-13, August 2-3, and August 13-14. In
