IQ Standard Score examples (these are easy examples, test questions could be a little harder):

1.) Kevin takes the finger tapping test and scores an average of 40 with his right hand.  For his gender and age, the mean finger tapping score is 45, with a standard deviation of 2.5.  What would be his IQ equivalent standard score?
2.) David takes the Beck Depression Inventory and scores an 18.  The mean (hypothetically) on the BDI-II is a 8, with a standard deviation of 10.  What is his IQ standard score on the BDI?

3.) Yvette takes a test of schizophrenia where higher scores are indicative of greater likelihood of schizophrenia.  The mean on this test is a 40 with a standard deviation of 20.  Yvette scores a 80.  What is her t-score on this test and what does this mean
4.) Elena takes the Stanford-Binet IQ test, which has a mean of 100 and a standard deviation of 16.  She scores a 132 on the Stanford-Binet.  What would her equivalent IQ score be in standard (i.e. WAIS-based) IQ equivalent scoring?

5.) Pedro scores a 74 on a test of achievement.  This test has a mean of 60 with a 9 point standard deviation.  What is his IQ equivalent standard score on this test?

6.) Celena scores a 53 on a test of memory.  The test has a mean of 30 with a standard deviation of 14.  What is her t-score on this test.
