Profiling Sample Question:
Working for a local police department you are called to the scene of a rape-murder.  A 69 year old woman living in a first floor apartment was beaten severely and raped before being strangled with her own pantyhose.  Crime scene analysis suggests she was attacked from behind while entering her apartment.  A bag of groceries were scattered on the floor just inside the door.  The body was found face down with her hands bound behind her back.  Her clothes were removed except for her shirt which was pushed up around her neck.  She had been gagged with her own underwear.  Her eyes had been removed post-mortem.  Preliminary analysis suggests that penetration occurred post-mortem as well.  A number of fingerprints, semen samples, and bloody footprints are found on scene.  Some of your evaluations of this case include:

1.) You suspect that the age range of this perpetrator may be roughly:

a.) 14-18

b.) 19-27

c.) 28-35

d.) 35-45

2.) This person’s occupation is quite possibly:

a.) Police officer

b.) Male nurse

c.) College Professor

d.) Grocery Bagger

3.) Which of the following strategies would you suggest police take with the media:

a.) release of intimate victim details to foster a sense of guilty

b.) suggestions to the media that police are “almost ready” to make an arrest

c.) Pleas for the perp to turn himself in

d.) Not talk to the media at all

4.) This person’s relations with the opposite sex are probably:

a.) limited as this individual is probably homosexual

b.) including numerous consensual relationships

c.) Individual is not interested in sex

d.) lacking consensual relationships

5.) Where does this person live:

a.) on the other side of town

b.) probably a homeless individual

c.) possibly same building, at least same neighborhood as victim

d.) Can not make a conclusion on this matter

Answers and Discussion (WARNING: Do not look at these until you try the questions above)

1.) A.  Easy one, the older age of the victim suggests a younger age for the perp

2.) D.  There is a strong possibility that the perp saw the vic at his place of employment while she was shopping and followed her home.  You would want to recommend to authorities to check to see if any employees of the grocery store went to lunch or left for the day soon after the vic shopped there.

3.) B.  Tougher question.  This perp does not show signs of remorse or empathy for the vic, so appeals to turn himself in are not likely to work.  He may be anxious about being caught however, and media suggestions that police are closing in may cause him to change his behavior in ways that others may notice and report to police.

4.) D. This individual’s use of blitz attack and interest in elderly women would suggest he does not have a solid history of success with consenting sexual partners.  Targeting a female victim, though elderly, rules out homosexuality (though not necessarily bisexuality)

5.) C. This individual is probably striking close to his comfort zone.  Likely both the grocery store and this woman’s apartment are near to his neighborhood.  Were this the latest in a series of crimes, this would be less likely.
