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SPAN 4301 Studies in 18th and 19th Century Spanish Literature.  Three semester hours. (FL-
Odd)  
Conducted in Spanish. Studies literary production from 1700-1898 covering poetry, drama, and 
prose. This course may focus on genre, literary movement, specific authors or literary 
generations. May be repeated when topic changes. Prerequisite: SPAN 3321 or 3322. May be 
taken for graduate credit.
 
Justification: It is a better title for this course. SPAN 2320 has been deleted as prerequisite 
because it  is a pre-requisite to take SPAN 3321 and SPAN 3322. Graduate students should take 
only graduate courses.   
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
