Mexican Politics and Government  

Three semester hours.  

This course explores the roles of Mexican government institutions, state and local governments, 

political parties, the military, economic elites and social movements. The course analyzes the 

evolution of their relationships over time, as well as their influence on domestic and foreign 

choices.
