Bylaw 14.2: Seasons of Compefition
Issues

Allowed mstitutions to self-apply season-of-competition waivers for

student-athletes for the 2020-21 academuc year, provided all of the

following criteria are met:

(1) The student-athlete’s team participated in 50% or less of the sport’s
Bylaw 17 maximum contests/dates of competition during the 2020-
21 season due to ongomng mmpact from COVID-19;

(2) The student-athlete used a season of competition during the 2020-
21 academic year: and

(3) The student-athlete was eligible for competition when he or she
competed durning the 2020-21 academic year.

Clanfied the requirement that a team’s participation m 50% or less of
the sport’s Bylaw 17 maxmmum contests/dates of competition during
the 2020-21 season could apply to institutions that choose to schedule
linuted competition based on COVID-19. The calculation of 50% 15
specific to regular season contests/dates of competition.
